 Dear Sisters and Brothers of Holy Family, 

 Last Wednesday we started Lent, time for our annual pilgrimage into ourselves and out
 ward toward others. God's Spirit leads us into the desert of Lent for our own 40-day strug

 gle with ourselves. It is time for our annual examination of conscience, to look into ourselves 
 and see where our social, personal, and religious lives are heading. It is a time to think, a time to 

 act, and to pray. Are we being faithful to our own mission to live the gospel and to our own identity 
 as Christian? If not why not? Lent is a time to recapture the vitality of our baptism.  

"The devil made me do it". We used to say when we caught up in doing what we know is wrong. We often 
look for someone or something to blame. It is not devil but we who choose to give in to or resist temptation. 
Jesus suffered temptations in order to teach us that we can be victorious over temptations by God's grace. “For 
we do not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses, but one who has similarly 
been tested in every way, yet without sin. So let us confidently approach the throne of grace to receive mercy 
and to find grace for timely help" (Hebrew 4, 15-16). St. Augustine says: "Our pilgrim life here on earth can-
not be without temptation for it is though temptation that we make progress and it is only by being tempted 
that we come to know ourselves. We cannot win our crown unless we overcome, and we cannot overcome 
unless we enter contest and there is no contest unless we have enemy and the temptation he brings" . During 
this Lent let us equip ourselves and gain the strength our Lord provides through our practices of prayer, fast-
ing and almsgiving.  

As we start this time of spiritual renewal and conversion I would like to remind you the famous Lenten 'Give 
up' message of Crag Gates. 

"GIVE UP 10 to 15 minutes in bed! Instead, use that time in prayer, Bible study and personal devotion. 
GIVE UP looking at other people's worst points. Instead concentrate on their best points. We all have faults. It 
is a lot easier to have people overlook our shortcomings when we overlook theirs first. 
GIVE UP speaking unkindly. Instead, let your speech be generous and understanding. It costs so little to say 
something kind and uplifting. Why not check that sharp tongue at the door? 
GIVE UP your hatred of anyone or anything! Instead, learn the discipline of love. "Love covers a multitude  
of sins." 
GIVE UP your worries and anxieties! Instead, trust God with them. Anxiety is spending emotional energy on 
something we can do nothing about: like tomorrow! Live today and let God's grace be sufficient. 
GIVE UP TV one evening a week! Instead, visit some lonely or sick person. There are those who are isolated 
by illness or age. Why isolate yourself in front of the tube?" Give someone a precious gift: your time! 
GIVE UP buying anything but essentials for yourself! Instead, give the money to God. The money you would 
spend on the luxuries could help someone meet basic needs. We are called to be stewards of God's riches, not 
consumers. 
GIVE UP judging by appearances and by the standard of the world! Instead, learn to give up yourself to God. 
There is only one who has the right to judge, Jesus Christ".  (Craig Gates, Jackson, MS, "What to Give up for 
Lent").  
 
Let us make this Lent holy and fruitful for our spiritual life.

No es el diablo, sino nosotros que decidi-
mos no resistir a las tentaciones. Jesús sufrió las tentaciones con el fin de enseñarnos que podemos triunfar 
sobre las tentaciones por la Gracia de Dios. “El sumo sacerdote que tenemos no es insensible a nuestra debi-
lidad, ya que como nosotros, ha sido probado en todo excepto el pecado. Por tanto acerquémonos confiados 
al trono de nuestro Dios, para obtener misericordia y alcanzar la gracia de un auxilio oportuno” (Heb 4: 15-
16). San Agustín dice: “Nuestra vida de peregrinaje aquí en la tierra no puede ser sin tentaciones, porque es 
por medio de las tentaciones que logramos progresar y es por la tentación que llegamos a conocernos perso-
nalmente. No podremos ganar la corona a menos que lo logremos, y no lo podremos lograr si no entramos a 
competir y no habrá competencia si no hay enemigo y la tentación que el trae”.

Entrega” de Crag Grates.  
“ENTERGA” 10 a 15 minutos de la cama. Utiliza ese tiempo para orar, estudiar la Biblia y devoción perso-
nal. ENTREGA tiempo a evitar ver defectos de los demás. En su lugar concéntrate en sus cualidades. Todos 
tenemos defectos. Es mucho más fácil sobreponernos a nuestros defectos, cuando evitamos ver los de los otros 
primero.  
“EVITA” hablar sin gentileza; en su lugar habla de una manera gentil y compasiva. Cuesta muy poco decir 
algo gentil y compasivo. ¿Por qué no evitar la lengua filuda?  
“EVITA” odiar a algo o a alguien; en su lugar aprende la disciplina del amor. “El amor cubre una multitud 
de pecados”.  
“EVITA” preocuparte y tus ansiedades; En su lugar, confía tus preocupaciones y ansiedades a Dios. La an-
siedad es gastar energía emocional en algo que no podemos hacer nada para resolver; como él; mañana, vi-
vamos el día hoy, y confiemos en la Gracia de Dios.  
“EVITA” ver televisión una noche a la semana; en su lugar visita a un enfermo o persona sola. Hay muchos 
que están aislados por enfermedad o edad. ¿Por qué aislarte tú mismo enfrene del televisor? Da a alguien un 
bonito regalo; Tu tiempo.  
“EVITA” compara cualquier cosa que no sea esencial. En su lugar dale el dinero a Dios. El dinero que gas-
tarías en lujos, podría ayudar a alguien en comprar algo básico para subsistir. Hemos sido llamados a ser 
administradores de las riquezas de Dios, no consumidores de estas.  
“EVITA” actuar como juez por las apariencias y estándares del mundo; en su lugar aprende a entregarte a 
Dios. Solamente hay uno que tiene el derecho de ser juez, Cristo Jesús.
