  On this Father's Day weekend we remember in a special way 'Our Father' and our fathers.   
  Jesus came and showed us that we have a Heavenly Father who is so loving and  merciful 

 and cares and provides for us.  We thank God for our earthly fathers for their love, sacrifice, care 
 and guidance and we pray for them so that they may fulfill their vocation as  Christian fathers taking 

 care of their children and "bring them up with the training and the  
 instruction of the Lord" (Ephesians 6:4).  

 
 The United States Catholic Bishops Conference (USCCB)  designated  the fourteen days from June 21— the 

 vigil of the Feasts of St. John Fisher and St. Thomas More—to July 4, Independence Day, as the  "fortnight for 
 freedom"—a great hymn of prayer for our country.  

 
 During his September 2015 visit to the United States, Pope Francis emphasized the importance of religious freedom, saying 

 in front of the White House that religious "freedom remains one of America's most precious possessions. And, as my brothers, 
the United States Bishops, have reminded us, all are called to be vigilant, precisely as good citizens, to preserve and defend that free-
dom from everything that would threaten or compromise it." Although we generally do not face the kind of violent persecution en-
dured by many people of faith around the world, Pope Francis has recently spoken of a "polite persecution" that many people face, as 
"when someone is persecuted not for confessing Christ's name, but for wanting to demonstrate the values of the Son of God." 
 
"We are Catholics. We are Americans. We are proud to be both, grateful for the gift of faith which is ours as Christian disciples, and 
grateful for the gift of liberty which is ours as American citizens. To be Catholic and American should mean not having to choose 
one over the other. Our allegiances are distinct, but they need not be contradictory, and should instead be complementary.  (Our 
First, Most Cherished Liberty: A Statement on Religious Liberty, USCCB, April 12, 2012). Let us continue praying and working to-
gether to preserve our religious freedom. 
 
"Almighty God, Father of all nations, For freedom you have set us free in Christ Jesus (Gal 5:1). We praise and bless you for the gift 
of religious liberty, the foundation of human rights, justice, and the common good. Grant to our leaders the wisdom to protect and 
promote our liberties; By your grace may we have the courage to defend them, for ourselves and for all those who live in this blessed 
land. We ask this through the intercession of Mary Immaculate, our patroness, and in the name of your Son, our Lord Jesus Christ, in 
the unity of the Holy Spirit, with whom you live and reign, one God, for ever and ever. Amen."

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 It’s almost midsummer day! One of the great hidden 
treasures of our liturgical calendar occurs this week. 
There are only three “nativity” feasts on our calendar: for 
the Lord, the Blessed Mother (September 8), and the Na-
tivity of Saint John the Baptist on June 24. Friday’s date 
is anchored by the Annunciation (March 25), when Mary 
learns not only of her own child’s advent, but of Eliza-
beth’s child. We are exactly half a year away from Christ-
mas Eve. There are strong traditions around this feast. 
Just as the winter solstice provides a rich vocabulary for 
Christmas, so does the abundance of light at midsummer 
inform this celebration. Just as at Christmas, a religious 
festival spills over into culture. As summer light reaches 
its peak, the sun-drenched zones of northern Europe see 
people staying up all night, kindling “St. John’s Fires” in 
the long summer twilight. Bonfires seem to be the unify-
ing force in all these celebrations, kindled along the 
shores of the St. Lawrence in Quebec and Montreal, with 
harbor illuminations in France. You may be most interest-
ed in the custom in San Juan, Puerto Rico, the Baptist’s 
own city. People there will leap into the sea between mid-
night and dawn to honor John. Why not find your way to 
a pool, a lake, or a sandy beach this week and plunge in to 
recall your baptism? It’s a tradition!

Pero, 
esta procesión no se espanta del mar ya que es una fiesta 
en honor de dos siervos de aquel que camina sobre las 
aguas, dominando el mar.
