Dear Sisters and Brothers of Holy Family,

“If there are poor people on the moon, we will go there", once Mother Teresa told the sisters
who were about to begin a new mission. Let us thank God for this great gift to the church as she
will be canonized Saint this Sunday. She became an amazing example of God’s love and mercy by
dedicating her life for the poor and the abandoned and ministering among the poorest of the poor like
an angel.

Mother Teresa was born in Skopje, now the capital of Macedonia. She came to India in 1929 as
a novice with the Loreto nuns. She left the congregation in the late 1940s and started the Missionaries of Chari
ty in 1950. Mother Teresa died of cardiac arrest at the congregation’s motherhouse in Kolkata on Sept. 5, 1997,
aged 87. Her canonization process began two years afterward. Pope John Paul II beatified her in 2003. Her tomb at
the motherhouse has become a pilgrimage center. In 1979 Mother Teresa was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize for her
ork with the poor in the slums of Calcutta. Pope Francis cleared the path to Mother Teresa’s sainthood in December when he
approved a second miracle attributed to her. Let us ask the intercession of Saint Mother Teresa to imitate her example of love
and mercy by responding and ministering to the needs of our brothers and sisters especially the poor among us.

Thanks to all of you who signed up and
offered your time, talent and treasure in loving service to God and our brothers and sisters. Thanks also to all those who have
helped in this festival especially Carol Updyke and the Stewardship committee.

Mother Teresa: A Holy Life...Taken from “American
Catholic.org July 11, 2016 edition. We will present the
entire article over the next 4 weeks.

Mother Teresa was a force of nature and wholly unique.
She was always her own person, startlingly independent,
obedient, yet challenging some preconceived notions and
expectations. Her own life story includes many illustra-
tions of her willingness to listen to and follow her own
conscience, even when it seemed to contradict what was
expected.

This strong and independent woman was born Gonxha
(Agnes) Bojaxhiu in Skopje, Yugoslavia, on August 27,
1910. Five children were born to Nikola and Dronda
Bojaxhiu, yet only three survived. Gonxha was the
youngest, with an older sister, Aga, and brother, Lazar.
This brother describes the family's early years as "well-
off," not the life of peasants reported inaccurately by
some. "We lacked for nothing." In fact, the family lived
in one of the two houses they owned.

Nikola was a contractor, working with a partner in a suc-
cessful construction business. He was also heavily in-
volved in the politics of the day. Lazar tells of his father's
rather sudden and shocking death, which may have been
due to poisoning because of his political involvement.
With this event, life changed overnight as their mother
assumed total responsibility for the family, Aga, only 14,
Lazar, 9, and Gonxha, 7.

Though so much of her young life was centered in the
Church, Mother Teresa later revealed that until she
reached 18, she had never thought of being a nun. During
her early years, however, she was fascinated with stories
of missionary life and service. She could locate any num-
ber of missions on the map, and tell others of the service
being given in each place. (To be continued next week.)

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Sometimes, this “Treasures” column can seem to be a
species of crib-notes for Catholic Jeopardy. Indeed, you
may never know when knowledge of our particular vo-
cabulary may come in handy. Such is the case with papal
bulls, which conjure up all sorts of images, but are actual-
ly not what you might expect. A bull is a papal letter on a
matter of great consequence, such as a decision about a
crisis in the Church, the declaration of a doctrine, the
summoning of a council, or the canonization of a saint. It
has a more solemn intention than a mere letter or even an
encyclical, a teaching letter circulated through the whole
Church. Its odd name comes from the Latin bulla, which
is the stamp used to apply a signatorial design to the hot
lead, or even molten silver or gold, that seals the decree.

The format for the bull is the name of the pope in Lat-
in, followed by the title “servant of the servants of God,”
also in Latin, and then the text. The title of the bull is al-
ways the first two words of the text. Some famous papal
bulls are Exsurge Domine (Arise, O Lord), written
against Martin Luther’s Ninety-five Theses in 1520; Mu-
nificentissimus Deus (The Most Bountiful God), the prom-
ulgation of the dogma of the Assumption in 1950 by Pope
Pius XII; or Humanae Salutis (Human Salvation), by
which Pope John XXIII convened the Second Vatican
Council in 1962.

Ella acompana silenciosamente en la
protesta de tanta latina que ha perdido hijos, maridos y
hermanos a autoridades injustas o cobardes.

La vigilia de las Madres de la Plaza de Mayo termino
en enero de 2006 cuando por fin se encontraron con un
gobierno que busca los desaparecidos con ellas. Lamen-
tablemente en muchos lugares las madres de los desapa-
recidos todavia no pueden contar con las autoridades

civiles. Con ellas Maria se une en protesta silenciosa.
