Joseph’s adoption of Jesus as his own son confirms God’s promises to David, while Mary’s virginal conception reveals 
Jesus as the definitive fulfillment of Isaiah’s oracle. Thus Matthew begins his Gospel by proclaiming Jesus as Emmanu-
el, “God is with us” (1:23), and ends with the risen Jesus himself declaring, “I am with you always” (28:20). 
In Matthew, Jesus’ first words, “It is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness” (3:15), are in response to John the Baptist’s 
objection to baptizing Jesus. “Righteousness” is “Bible speak” for acting with integrity and justice to fulfill the Torah, 
God’s covenant. For Matthew, Jesus is the new Moses, proclaiming a new Torah. Thus Joseph is declared “righteous” 
for “quietly” breaking off his betrothal to spare Mary the Torah’s sanction of death by stoning. Yet strict Torah right-
eousness required Joseph to declare Mary’s presumed offense to the religious authorities. Instead, Joseph anticipates Je-
sus’ new Torah: “It is mercy God desires, not sacrifice” (cf. Matthew 9:13).  
Such “righteousness” opens Joseph’s heart to cooperate daringly and decisively in God’s saving plan. Perhaps Joseph’s 
righteous obedience challenges our lack of both; then, let the very human drama of Joseph and Mary comfort us. For 
God comes to be with, to redeem, heal, and make whole, a broken world, a sinful humanity—not in spite of anguish and 
confusion, but in and through them, just as the world is, just as we are, confused and doubtful, imperfect and unready. 
Hear that Good News in the angel’s words to Joseph, in Jesus’ words to us: “Do not be afraid!”

La adopción de Jesús por José como su propio hijo confirma las promesas de Dios a David, mientras que la concepción 
virginal de María revela a Jesús como el cumplimiento definitivo del oráculo de Isaías. Por eso Mateo comienza su 
Evangelio proclamando a Jesús como Emmanuel, “Dios-con-nosotros” (1:23) y lo termina con el mismo Jesús resucitado 
que declara: “Yo estaré con ustedes todos los días” (28:20). 
En Mateo las primeras palabras de Jesús, “es necesario que así cumplamos todo lo que Dios quiere” (3:15), es la 
respuesta que le da a Juan el Bautista cuando éste se resiste a bautizarlo. Cumplir “todo lo que Dios quiere” es actuar con 
integridad y justicia como lo requiere la Torá, la alianza de Dios. Para Mateo, Jesús es el nuevo Moisés, que proclama 
una nueva Torá. Por eso a José se le llama “justo”, o sea, que cumple “todo lo que Dios quiere”, porque pensó romper 
“en secreto” su compromiso con María para evitarle la sanción dispuesta por la Torá de matarla a pedradas. Sin embargo, 
la estricta justicia de la Torá requería que José le comunicara a las autoridades religiosas la presunta ofensa de María. 
José, por el contrario, anticipa la nueva Torá de Jesús: “Yo quiero misericordia y no sacrificios” (Mateo 9:13). 
Ese cumplir “todo lo que Dios quiere” le abre el corazón a José para cooperar audaz y decididamente con el plan salvífi-
co de Dios. Tal vez esa obediencia de José, que lo hace un hombre justo, desafía nuestra falta de ambas cosas, obediencia 
y justicia. Pero ese drama tan humano de José y María también nos sirve de consuelo, pues Dios viene a estar entre no-
sotros, a redimir, sanar y a restablecer la integridad de un mundo destrozado y de una humanidad pecadora. Y no lo hace 
a pesar de la angustia y la confusión, sino a través de las mismas, o sea, Dios obra en medio de este mundo tal y como es, 
en medio de nosotros tal y como somos: confundidos e inciertos, imperfectos y desprevenidos. Escuchen esa Buena Nue-
va en las palabras del ángel a José y en las palabras de Jesús a nosotros: “¡No teman!” Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 When the ties of affection and authority that bound 
Europe’s Catholics unraveled in the sixteenth century, 
many cultures lost time-honored customs of faith. Some 
customs proved to be especially difficult for the reform-
ers to wrest away from the people, especially those cele-
brated in the home. This week in Sweden, a country 
where the Catholic Church was disestablished four hun-
dred years ago, a Catholic martyr from Sicily is the most 
beloved figure. St. Lucia, Lucy, is celebrated on Decem-
ber 13. The long-story-short is that Lucy was a Christian 
whose father wanted to marry her off to a pagan fellow, 
and she rejected her father’s authority. To make an exam-
ple of her, her father had her killed. In the course of the 
brutal martyrdom, Lucy lost her beautiful eyes, but her 
vision was miraculously restored. The candles worn to-
day by the eldest daughter of the family are tokens of the 
fire that refused to harm the saint. So this patroness of 
light and clear vision is revered on the shortest, darkest 
days of the Nordic winter. Before the reform of the Gre-
gorian calendar in the sixteenth century, December 13 
was the winter solstice. 
 Today, young girls appear in the morning wearing 
lighted candles on their crowned heads (battery-operated 
now after many mishaps), and serve sweet rolls and cof-
fee to everyone in the house. For the Swedes, who are not 
churchgoers, the “Lucias” are the official heralds of the 
holiday season and a sign of everyone’s yearning for 
more light in this world. Europe once abounded with cus-
toms like this; the survival of this custom in Scandinavia 
is a sign of God’s grace, and how fertile the soil is to re-
ceive the true message of Advent.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE 
 Muchos conocemos la historia de la Virgen de Gua-
dalupe en el Tepeyac, pero ignoramos que en Extremadu-
ra, España ya había una imagen de la Virgen con el nom-
bre de Guadalupe. En 1252, la Virgen se le apareció al 
campesino Gil Cordero pidiéndole que trajera a los sa-
cerdotes del pueblo para que escarbaran al lado del Gua-
dalupe (río escondido). Al hacerlo, encontraron una pe-
queña estatua morena de la misma Virgen. Esta imagen, 
según la documentación enterrada con ella, la cual tam-
bién relata su origen, fue escondida durante el ataque de 
los moros en el año 711. 
 Había sido un regalo del Papa Gregorio Magno al 
obispo de Sevilla después de que había resultado mila-
grosa. Su primer milagro fue el salvar al pueblo romano 
de una plaga en el año 591. Cuando la llevaron en proce-
sión alrededor del castillo papal se apareció un arcángel 
que luego terminó la plaga. 
 Esta misma imagen fue un regalo al Papa Pelagio II 
traída de Constantinopla donde había sido trasladada 
con los restos del evangelista san Lucas en el siglo IV. 
Estaba con los restos de este santo porque él mismo la 
había esculpido en el primer siglo.
