October—Month of the Holy Rosary of the Blessed
Virgin Mary...On autumn mornings as we conclude
Lauds, the giant window of Our Lady is often blazing
bright in the glow of the rising sun. Mary is illumined by
the Radiant Dawn, the Sun of Justice, who is Jesus Christ
her Son. Baptized into Christ Jesus our lives are meant to
glow with his presence as well. One way we may grow
closer to him is by praying the Rosary. October is the
Month traditionally dedicated to the Holy Rosary of the
Blessed Virgin Mary.

What consolation the Rosary brings. Remembering the
mysteries of Christ’s life and Our Lady’s life, we repeat
Hail Mary after Hail Mary. Indeed, the mysteries of the
Holy Rosary- joyful, sorrowful, glorious and luminous-
are the mysteries of our own lives as well. As we pray the
Rosary, we beg Our Lady to draw us closer to him who is
our Light. We remember seeing parents and grandparents
so often praying their rosaries, “telling their beads” as
some referred to this devotion. We remember as well that
for many saints the Rosary was an indispensable part of
their daily prayer.

In his biography of Pope Francis, Austen Ivreigh recounts
then Cardinal Bergoglio’s experience of praying with
Saint John Paul:

One afternoon I went to pray the Holy Rosary that the
Holy Father was leading. He was in front of us on his
knees. With the Holy Father’s back to me, I entered into
prayer. In the middle of the prayer, I became distracted
looking at the pope, and time began to fade away. I began
to imagine the young priest, the seminarian, the poet, the
worker, the child from Wadowice in exactly the same pos-
ture as he was now, praying Hail Mary after Hail Mary.
His witness struck me. 1 felt this man, chosen to guide the
Church, was the summation of a path trod together with
his Mother in heaven, a path that began in his childhood.
And I suddenly realized the weight of the words spoken by
the Mother of Guadalupe to Saint Juan Diego, “Do not be
afraid. Am I not your mother?” I grasped the presence of
Mary in the pope’s life. His witness did not get lost in
memory. From that time onward I have prayed the fifteen

mysteries of the Rosary every day. — Excerpts from The Great
Reformer: Francis and the Making of a Radical Pope, Austen Ivreigh, p.275

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

What makes the Eucharistic Prayers for Masses with
Children different from the others? First, there is the in-
tended assembly, which is described as comprised of
mostly children of school age. There are three Eucharistic
Prayers for Masses with Children available to us now in
the missal. The first one has a very simple form, easily
grasped by even a young child. The second has a great
deal of participation by the assembly—repeated sung ac-
clamations. The third has a number of variations that can
be tricky for a priest to handle if he hasn’t prepared care-
fully.

All of this work does point to a true treasure of our
tradition: children are part of the Sunday assembly, pre-
cisely because they are baptized members of Christ’s
body. By contrast, the churches of the Reformation tend
to look upon children as members in training, and see
worship as an adult activity. Sunday school happens
downstairs while the adults celebrate Holy Communion
upstairs. In a phrase, that’s not Catholic. Children belong
to Christ and to the assembly. So, the desire to care for
the children in the assembly, to draw them into the pray-
er, and to adapt our rituals and texts to their needs is
deeply Catholic, a true pastoral effort to help draw every-

one into the praise of God.

TESOROS DE NUESTRA TRADICION

;Qué hace que las oraciones eucaristicas por las misas
con ninios sean diferentes a las demas? En primer lugar,
esta el ensamblado previsto, que se describe como com-
puesto principalmente de nifios en edad escolar. Hay tres
Oraciones Eucaristicas para Misas con Nifios disponibles
para nosotros ahora en el Misal. El primero tiene una
forma muy simple, facil de entender incluso para un nifio
pequerio. El segundo tiene una gran participacion de la
asamblea: repetidas aclamaciones cantadas. El tercero
tiene una serie de variaciones que pueden ser dificiles de
manejar para un sacerdote si no se ha preparado con
cuidado.

Todo este trabajo apunta a un verdadero tesoro de nues-
tra tradicion: los nifios son parte de la asamblea domini-
cal, precisamente porque son miembros bautizados del
cuerpo de Cristo. Por el contrario, las iglesias de la
Reforma tienden a considerar a los nifios como miembros
en el entrenamiento, y ven a la adoracion como una ac-
tividad adulta. La escuela dominical pasa abajo mientras
los adultos celebran la comunion en la planta superior.
En una frase, eso no es catolico. Los nifios pertenecen a
Cristo y a la asamblea. Por lo tanto, el deseo de cuidar a
los nifios en la asamblea, atraerlos a la oracion y
adaptar nuestros rituales y textos a sus necesidades es
profundamente catolico, un verdadero esfuerzo pastoral

para ayudar a todos a alabar a Dios.

Who’s Important?....It’s probably the hardest lesson a
success oriented individual can ever learn. Most of us
aren’t nearly as important as we think we are — and
sometimes as others tell us we are. One of the wonderful
things about Christ’s religion is that it puts everyone on
the same rung of the ladder — Christ is the great

equalizer.

There’s a story of a newly elected politician who
went to our nation’s capital to get acquainted with the
place. At the home of a high ranking senator he was try-
ing to get the feel of this great city and all he anticipated
he would be able to accomplish. He greatly admired the
prominence of his host and spoke of his grandiose inten-
tions and plans. Somewhere, back in his mind, he even
entertained the possibility of actually running things in
the country from the White House.

As they looked out over the Potomac River, they no-
ticed a log floating down stream. It was rotten, old, deteri-
orating, obviously of no worth. The older senator re-
marked to his young friend, “You know, that log is about
a perfect example of what this city is, and what our nation
is becoming.”

“How’s that?” asked his young friend. “Well you see,
there are probably hundreds of grub worms, no telling
how many ants, and bugs and critters of about every kind
you can name, and they’re just floating down the stream
on that rotten old log.”

“Well, how’s that like this city?” the young man
wondered aloud. “It’s simple,” replied the senior senator,
“Everyone of those critters thinks he’s steering the log.”

With no intent to bemean the government, how true it
is in almost every area of life that ambition often outruns
reality. It is the meek who inherit the earth, not the
mighty. It is the poor in spirit who enjoy the rule of God
— not the arrogant and haughty. Paul summed all this up
for us quite nicely:

“For I say, through the grace given unto me, to every
man that is among you, not to think of himself more high-
ly than he ought to think, but to think soberly, according
as God hath dealt to every man the measure of faith” -
Rom. 12:3.
